Attached is a Certification Form 3806 to report the selection of day, time, and place 
of your district board’s Annual Organizational Meeting.  Please complete this form 
and return it to Sandra A. Guerrero, Administrative Assistant to the Board of 
Education, on or before Wednesday, November 26, 2014. 
 
Responsibility of Governing Board 
 
In accordance with the Education Code, the governing board of each school district 
shall hold an Annual Organizational Meeting.  In a year in which a regular election 
for governing board members is conducted, the meeting shall be held on a day 
within a 15-day period that commences with the date upon which a governing board 
member elected at that election takes office.  Annual Organizational Meetings, in 
years in which no such regular election for governing board members is conducted, 
shall be held during the same 15-day period on the calendar.  This year, the dates 
are December 5 through December 19, 2014.  Unless otherwise provided by rule 
of the governing board, the day and time of the Annual Organizational Meeting shall 
be selected by the board at its regular meeting held immediately prior to the first day 
of such 15-day period, and the board shall notify the County Superintendent of 
Schools of the day and time selected.  The clerk of the board shall, within 15 days 
prior to the date of the Annual Organizational Meeting, notify in writing all members 
and members-elect of the date and time selected.  If the board fails to select a day 
and time for the annual meeting, the County Superintendent of Schools shall 
designate, within the 15-day period, the day and time of the meeting.  (E.C. Section 
35143) 
 
The Oath of Office must be administered before any officer enters on the duties of 
his/her office.  (E.C. Section 60 and Govt. Code Section 1360)  If the Oath of Office 
has been administered, the term of office for a newly elected board member begins 
Friday, December 5, 2014.  (E.C. Section 5017)  The Oath of Office may be 
administered at the organizational meeting.  An Oath of Office form is furnished by 
the Registrar’s Office. 
 
Community College District 
 
At the Annual Organizational Meeting, the governing board of a community college 
district shall organize by electing a president from its members and a secretary 
(E.C. Section 72000(2)). 
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City and Unified School Districts 
 
At the Annual Organizational Meeting, each city board of education shall organize by electing a 
president from its members (E.C. Section 35143).  Whenever a unified school district has within its 
boundaries a chartered city with a population of more than 8,000 or whenever the average daily 
attendance of a unified school district is 1,500 or more, for all purposes the district shall be deemed a 
city school district governed by a city board of education, and the governing board thereof shall be 
deemed a city board of education (E.C. Section 5206).  The board of education of a unified school 
district that meets the standards of Education Code section 5206 is required to elect a president at 
the Annual Organizational Meeting.  A unified school district with five board members that does not 
meet the standards of Education Code Section 5206 would be required to elect a president and a 
clerk (E.C. Section 35022, 35143, and 5206). 
 
High School District 
 
At the Annual Organizational Meeting, the governing board of each high school district, union high 
school district, and joint union high school district shall organize by electing a president from its 
members and a clerk (E.C. Section 35143). 
 
Elementary School District 
 
At the Annual Organizational Meeting, the governing board of an elementary school district with five 
or more board members shall elect a president and a clerk from among its members (E.C. Section 
35022 and 35143).  At the Annual Organizational Meeting, the governing board of an elementary 
school district with less than five board members is required to elect one of its members as clerk 
(E.C. Section 35143). 
 
Selection of Representative to Vote in the  
Annual County Committee on School District Organization Election 
 
The governing board of each school district of every kind or class shall annually, at its initial meeting, 
select one of its members as its representative, who shall have one vote for each member to be 
elected to the county committee.   
 
The secretary or clerk of the district shall furnish the County Superintendent of Schools with a 
certificate naming the representative selected by the board (E.C. Section 35023) (72403 community 
college district). 
 
After the Annual Organizational Meeting, please complete and return to Sandra A. Guerrero, 
no later than December 19, 2014, the enclosed form 3807 relating to the election of the 
governing board president, vice president (if one is elected), and clerk, the member selected 
to represent the school district at the annual election of members of the county committee, 
and the date, time, and place of regular meetings. 
 
For your convenience, we have enclosed a copy of Secretary of State Form NP/SF 405 Rev. 
03/2005, “Statement of Facts Roster of Public Agencies Filing” amendment to be filed with the 
Secretary of State within ten days after any change of facts required to be stated pursuant to 
Government Code Section 53051(b).

Student Member 
 


Reference: Education Code Section 72023.5, Constitution of the Associated Students 
 


The Board shall include one (1) non-voting student member.  The term of office shall be one year 
commencing June 1 and ending May 31 of each year.  
 
The student member shall be enrolled in and maintain a minimum of five (5) semester units in the 
District at the time of nomination and throughout the term of service. The student member is not 
required to give up employment with the District. The student shall be elected by the Associated 
Student Government and maintain a minimum cumulative grade point average of 2.0. 
 
The student member shall be seated with the Board and shall be recognized as a full member of 
the Board at meetings. The student member is entitled to: 
 


1. Participate in discussion of issues and receive all materials presented to members 
of the Board (except for closed session); 


 
2. The privilege to cast an advisory vote, although the vote shall not be included in 


determining the vote required to carry any measure before the board; 
 
3. The privilege to make motions; 
 
4. The privilege to receive compensation at 50% of the same level of the Governing 


Board for meeting attendance; 
 
5. Receive any mileage allowance necessary to attend board meetings to the same 


extent as publicly elected trustees. 
 
It is within the board’s discretion to grant privileges to student members.  The board is required to 
decide which privileges as prescribed in Education Code Section 72023.5, if any, will be granted 
to student members by May 15 of each year.

Board Member Compensation 
 


Reference:  Education Code Sections, 72024 
 
Members of the Board who attend all board meetings shall receive $240 per month, and the 
student member, $240 per month 50% of the level of the Governing Board.  A member of the 
Board who does not attend all meetings held by the Board in any month shall receive, as 
compensation, an amount not greater than the pro rata share of the number of meetings 
actually attended. 
 
A member of the Board may be paid for a meeting when absent if the Board, by resolution, finds 
that at the time of the meeting the member is performing services outside the meeting for the 
community college district, is ill, on jury duty, or the absence is due to a hardship deemed 
acceptable by the Board. 
 
Expenses incurred in carrying out the duties and responsibilities of the Board are paid by the 
District.  Prior approval by the Board is necessary for all such expenditures. 
 
The Board may, on an annual basis, increase the compensation of board members beyond the 
limits delineated in Ed. Code Section 72024 by five percent. However, any increase is subject to 
rejection in a referendum by a majority of the voters in the district.

THA 191 – Rehearsal and Performance in Production 


 Approved for: Face-to-Face 
 Prerequisites: Advisory:  Audition 
 Units: 1 - 3 
 Course Description:  THA 191 provides instruction and supervised participation in a major theatrical production.  


Students should contact the instructor for a schedule of audition dates.  Based upon the audition outcome and role 
assignment, students will be enrolled in a 1, 2, or 3 unit section.  Students can expect to rehearse from 9 – 27 
hours per week for 6 – 10 weeks, depending upon the play selected for production and the student’s individual 
role assignment.  Enrolment is by instructor permission only.  This course may be taken four times. 


 
THA 192 – Technical Theatre in Production 


 Approved for: Face-to-Face 
 Prerequisites: Attend a production orientation 
 Units:  1 - 3 
 Course Description:  THA 192 provides progressive participation and instruction in technical theatre production. 


Students acquire hands-on experience in the execution of technical roles, such as set construction, prop building, 
scene painting and running crew. Depending upon the experience, course completion, and assigned area of 
responsibility, students will be enrolled in a 1, 2, or 3 unit section. Students will attend the workshop/lab during a 
set time each week until one week before the show's opening, when additional hours during evenings and 
weekends will be required. All students will act as running crew for at least one college production during the 
semester, which requires attendance at some rehearsals and all performances. A schedule will be provided during 
the first week of the semester. Students unable to attend rehearsals during tech week, strike, or any of the 
performances may be dropped from the class. This course may be taken a total of four times. Repetition of the 
course work will require students to expand their focus and responsibilities in the various areas of technical 
theatre.

This agreement made this 18th day of November, 2014 between Julene Marquez herein after referred to as 
"Vendor", and Palo Verde Community College, herein after referred to as "College", is a legal and binding 
document. 


1. Length of Agreement - This agreement will be for twelve (12) months and will become effective 
January 1, 2015 and will continue in full effect until December 31, 2016. The contract may be 
extended an additional year if notification is received by October 31, 2016 and mutually agreed 
upon. 
 


2. Licenses and Permits – Vendor must provide a current business license, sales tax permit and food 
handler’s permit. 


 
3. Services to be Provided - Vendor agrees to supply the College with a variety of food selections to 


include breakfast and lunch.  Any schedule change for these services and the termination of any 
meal service will be done in consultation with the College. All equipment needed to serve and 
prepare food will be provided by Vendor. Closures require 2 business days’ notice; a notice of 5 
business days is preferred. Emergency closures require a call or email to a member of the 
administration. 


 
4. Pricing and Competition - Prices are to be determined by Vendor on all food and drink items. 


College will notify Vendor of fund raising or other student events to avoid direct competition 
with the food services function.  


 
5. Maintenance of Facility - The College will maintain the utilities, air conditioning and college 


owned installed equipment for the delivery of food services. Vendor agrees to maintain a clean 
eating area and to clean the food service area each day. 


 
6. Health and Safety Standards - Vendor shall be responsible for meeting the health and safety 


standards for food preparation and food service established by federal, state, and local health and 
safety codes or statutes. 


 
7. College Contribution - The College will provide a room for food sales, a dining area, and outside 


eating area for the benefit of Vendor's customers. The college will also allow off- campus 
clientele access to the food services.   
 


8. Compensation for Space – The Vendor will not be charged for the food services area, but will 
make the space available for college events with a required 2 business day notice, but 5 business 
days is preferred. 


 
9. Termination of Contract - Both parties agree that either party may terminate this contract by 


giving a 30 day written notice of termination Vendor agrees to leave premises clean and all 
college property accounted for. If premises are not clean, vendor will be charged College's hourly 
rate for custodial services to clean said premises.

POSITION: 
Music Instructor - Full-time, tenure track certificated position (177-day academic year) 
 
NATURE OF THE ASSIGNMENT: 
Palo Verde College offers a unique opportunity to develop an emerging music program. The college recently 
opened a new, multi-million dollar Fine and Performing Arts Center, which includes office, classroom, storage, 
and rehearsal space, a state-of-the-art digital piano class room, a fine collection of new pianos and percussion 
instruments, and a 400-seat theater. The music instructor will build relationships with the local community, 
including personnel at the local school district. The instructor will teach transfer and general music courses that 
may include: a) one or more performing ensembles such as concert band, jazz ensemble, percussion ensemble, 
choir, men’s or women’s chorus, or show choir; b) music history and appreciation, including history of rock 
music; c) music of non-western cultures; d) music composition with digital media; e) group instruction, such as 
piano, voice, musical theater workshop, guitar, wind instruments, and/or percussion. Classes will be assigned by 
the Vice President of Instruction and Student Services in consultation with the successful applicant and in 
consideration of his or her areas of interest and expertise. In addition, the instructor shall be responsible for 
creating, maintaining and updating curricula relevant to the assigned instructional area. Further, the instructor 
will participate in all appropriate faculty functions, including non-teaching assignments, office hours, and 
committee meetings. This position could require day, evening, possible weekend,  distance learning 
assignments and on-line assignments. 


MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS: 
1. The instructor shall meet the minimum qualifications required for this position, consisting of a master’s 


degree in music OR bachelor’s degree in music AND master’s degree in humanities, OR the equivalent. 
2. Sensitivity to and understanding of the diverse academic, socioeconomic, cultural, disability, gender

MUSIC INSTRUCTOR  
THE COLLEGE: 
Palo Verde College is a publicly supported 2-year college located in the beautiful Southeastern California desert.  Yearly 
enrollment is approximately 3,200 students (full and part-time). 
 
POSITION: Music Instructor 
Full-time, certificated position.  (177-day academic year) 
 
NATURE OF THE ASSIGNMENT: 
Palo Verde College offers a unique opportunity to develop an emerging music program. The college recently opened a 
new, multi-million dollar Fine and Performing Arts Center, which includes office, classroom, storage, and rehearsal space, 
a state-of-the-art digital piano class room, a fine collection of new pianos and percussion instruments, and a 400-seat 
theater. The music instructor will build relationships with the local community, including personnel at the local school 
district. The instructor will teach transfer and general music courses that may include: a) one or more performing 
ensembles such as concert band, jazz ensemble, percussion ensemble, choir, men’s or women’s chorus, or show choir; b) 
music history and appreciation, including history of rock music; c) music of non-western cultures; d) music composition 
with digital media; e) group instruction, such as piano, voice, musical theater workshop, guitar, wind instruments, and/or 
percussion. Classes will be assigned by the Vice President of Instruction and Student Services in consultation with the 
successful applicant and in consideration of his or her areas of interest and expertise. In addition, the instructor shall be 
responsible for creating, maintaining and updating curricula relevant to the assigned instructional area. Further, the 
instructor will participate in all appropriate faculty functions, including non-teaching assignments, office hours, and 
committee meetings. This position could require day, evening, possible weekends, distance learning assignments and on-
line assignments.

FINE AND PERFORMING ARTS CENTER: In 2012, Palo Verde College opened the Fine and Performing Arts 
Center, a major facility consisting of a 400-seat theater, a rehearsal/recital room, practice rooms, an open- air performance 
venue, classrooms, and faculty and staff offices.
