HSBS enrollment and retention rates have remained relatively consistent over the reviewed years. Last year
we reported a notable increase in male, specifically inmate students. The increase has maintained its high
levels and percentage completion has remained relatively stable. A second notable population change that
we reported last year was a large decrease in female students. The population has since nearly completely
recovered. Finally, we had reported a large drop in foster student enrollment, however recent numbers
indicate too few students to make any informed decisions.

Overall, the completion rates in the division are healthy. There do not appear to be any areas of concern.
