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	TextField1: This course meets Area E in the Associates of Arts Degree Option B

	TextField1: This course is a continuation of  EDU 131 or ASL131 and is designed to increase  proficiency in American Sign Language structure, vocabulary and conversational strategies as used within Deaf culture.  This course is intended for students interested in expanding their skills and pursuing greater competence in an additional language. Some stress will be placed on the educational, social, psychological and economic problems of deafness This course meets the general education requirements for foreign language for PVC, CSU, and UC.


	TextField1: 1. Produce an increase level of expressive and receptive skills in ASL linguistic features including finger-spelling, numbering system, classifiers and structure.
2. Exchange information on topics related to people, places and things.
3.. Attend and participate in an event where ASL is used, describing cross-cultural variables.


	TextField1: 1. Demonstrate the structure and conversation skills utilizing ASL.
2. Create conceptual accuracy in their use of ASL.
3. Differentiate proper usage of signing space and spatial relationships.
4. Demonstrate awareness and ability to integrate etiquette of Deaf culture in to expressive and receptive skill.

	TextField1: Note:  these topics are to be integrated through the course design.

	TextField1: Text books, Websites, study guides, course handouts,
Students need to read  articles related to deaf culture and write a response
	TextField1: Students must keep a notebook/ journal, analyses, report, responses/reactions.
Students must watch video about Deaf culture and write their opinion about the issues(s)  discussed in video.
	TextField1: Audio/visual projects, group projects. research projects, computer-assisted modules, presentation.
Student may attend a Deaf community event. After the event, student will write a report examining their cultural and linguistic observation, and how the event changed their view on Deaf culture and all owed them to practice signing skills.
	TextField1: Summarizes the problem/question/work assignment, communicates effectively, considers the influence of context and assumptions, communicates own perspective and position, identifies implications and consequences, and integrates others’ perspectives and positions. Students must apply knowledge of vocabulary/semantics, sentence structure, and cultural behaviors to compose and communicate a narrative about a personal experience in ASL


	TextField1: Audio/visual projects, group projects, research projects, computer-assisted modules, presentations.
Students must attend a Deaf community event. After the event, students will write a report examining their cultural and linguistic observations.    They should also explain how the event changed their view on Deaf culture and allowed them to practice their signing skills.

	TextField1: 1) Lecture, demonstration, and guided practice to demonstrate ASL and explain aspects of Deaf Culture.
2) Collaborative methods including pair-work and small group work to practice and assess expressive and receptive skills. 
3) Multimedia including but not limited to Power-point slide shows, websites, Blackboard discussion board, class and/or ASL department website, videos, DVDS to demonstrate and enhance conversational skills. 
4) Out of class assignments to integrate information from the classroom with information from textbooks and supplemental materials (which may include but are not limited to websites, research, journals and current popular books), attendance at Deaf cultural events.

	TextField1: Students will be evaluated on receptive comprehension of ASL and expression in ASL through written, textbook and videotape-based assignments; receptive, expressive, conversational, knowledge quizzes/tests.

Hybrid: Combines on line instruction with face-to-face instruction and may consist of a combination of internet-based instruction and face-to-face instruction in a traditional classroom.

ITV: Instruction is conducted synchronously on closed-circuit television, typically on the Blythe main campus and the Needles Center.
